Ụ The Jump Start College program is a 
dual -enrollment opportunity for 
students in selected Nevada high 
schools. 

Ụ Students enroll in college courses 
through Western Nevada College while 
simultaneously earning high school 
credits. 



Why Jump Start ?

ỤCourses count for both high school and college credit

ỤComplete core requirements*
ỤThis year, up to 100 students from 7 high schools will earn their 

transferable Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree at the 
same time as they graduate from high school.

ỤAdjust to college environment, rigor, and grading 
standards with strong support

ỤMost college and universities accept dual -enrollment 
credits

experienced with dual -credit students
